COURSE DESCRIPTION


Students will be offered a variety of courses during the year including fitness, individual sports, new games, outdoor education, dance, and Haynes Bridge Games preparation.  Through each year, the primary goal of instruction is to improve motor skills and fitness levels, develop appreciation of activity and participation in activity, and experience success in movement.

GRADING SCHEME

Physical Education will be graded in three areas:  Major assessments, Minor assessment and work ethic. There will be skill/written tests during the 9 week period for major assessments. The students who do not dress out will be given the opportunity to make a 70 for participation by completing written work. Unexcused absences will result in a zero for that day.  The final grade will consist of 50% major assessments, 40% minor assessments and 10%. Work ethic.

PROVISION FOR IMPROVING GRADE

Middle School Recovery Process from the Board policy on Grading and Reporting (IHA)

1.  Opportunities designed to allow students to recover from a low or failing cumulative grade will be allowed when all work required to date has been completed and the student has demonstrated a legitimate effort to meet all course requirements including attendance.

2.  Teachers will determine when and how students with extenuating circumstances may improve their grade.

SCHEDULED HELP SESSIONS


The Health and Physical Education Staff are available before or after school.  The students must give 24 hour notice before their arrival for extra help.

TEACHER/PARENT COMMUNICATION


The Health and Physical Education Staff welcomes parent phone calls.  It is best to reach the staff in the mornings between 8:50 – 9:30.  All calls will be returned within 24 hours.  If there is a special concern from the teacher about a student, a note will be written in that students agenda or the parent will receive a call from the teacher.

DRESSING OUT FOR PHYSICAL EDUCATION

· Students are required to dress-out daily
· Uniforms may be purchased the first week of class during your student’s gym class. 
· The cost is $12.00 (shirt) $12.00 (shorts). Check made payable to HBMS or cash 
· If a uniform is not purchased, a child may bring solid black shorts (no colored panel, stripes, Soffe shorts, running shorts or spandex type of tights) from home.
· Gym shorts MUST follow the HBMS dress code
· Grey t-shirts and solid black shorts from home may not have pockets zippers or buttons. 
· The Physical Education Department requires that each student write their name on the outside of the t-shirt and shorts.
· Athletic shoes that lace up and socks must be worn at all times
ABSENCE MAKE-UP PROCEDURES

· Upon returning to school following an absence, it is the student’s responsibility to contact the teachers to request make-up work.  Make-up work must be completed by the student within the time specified by the teacher.  (At Haynes Bridge Middle School, the student will be given the same amount of time to make up the work as the student was absence unless other arrangements are mutually agreed upon).  The student will receive the actual grade on the make-up work if the absence was “excused.”  Make-up for “unexcused” absences may be reduced by ten points.  Make-up work submitted late will receive a zero.

CLASSROOM PROCEDURES AND EXPECTATIONS


All students are expected to be on time to class.

Tardy is defined school-wide as not being inside the classroom when the final bell rings. When the final bell rings to be in class, teachers are not to allow students into the room.  Tardy students are to report immediately to the ISS supervisor in room 22.  Once there, the student’s tardy will be recorded and consequences will be assigned based upon the progressive consequence scale.  Students will be given a tardy pass that details their consequence and informs the teacher what time the student left the tardy room.  Students who arrive to the tardy room later than the five minute window will be sent to the office for cutting class. 
All homework and class assignments should be handed in on time.  All students must stay on task at all times and follow instructions. Students are not allowed in P.E. offices.  All clothes left in the P.E. lost and found, will be donated to a North Fulton County Charity during the 8th week of the 9 week class.  The P.E. Department is not responsible for lost or missing items.  Every student will be issued a lock and locker.  It is that student’s responsibility to lock his or her locker everyday.  If a student looses his or her lock, a $6.00 replacement charge will be given to that student.

DISCIPLINE PLAN


The Physical Education Department will utilize the following discipline cycle to deal with minor infractions such as:


-failure to dress out


-class disruption


-disrespect to teacher or fellow student


-refusal to follow directions


-inappropriate behavior or language

1st offense - Verbal warning/Possible phone call to parent

2nd offense - Time out/Possible phone call to parent

DISCIPLINE PLAN
3rd offense - Written assignment/Loss of participation/Phone call to parent

4th offense - Private detention/Phone call to parent

5th offense - Public detention/Phone call to parent

6th offense - Referral to administration

*MORE SERIOUS OFFENSES WILL BE REFERRED TO THE ADMINISTRATION IMMEDIATELY
